JUFJ’s Campaign Guidelines
Does the campaign further JUFJ’s role as a progressive voice in the Jewish community?

· The campaign has the potential to engage a diverse range of JUFJ members and potential members

· The campaign gives JUFJ-ers an opportunity to develop leadership and organizing skills, and to become deeply involved in the issue

· The campaign issue builds relationships within the Jewish community around issues of social justice

· The campaign brings in voices that would not otherwise be heard in the Jewish community

Does the campaign further JUFJ’s role as a Jewish voice in the progressive community?

· JUFJ works in coalition with partner organizations, who are leaders on the campaign 

· The campaign builds bridges between the Jewish community and communities we’re supporting

· JUFJ’s involvement is useful and accountable to the communities who are directly impacted by the campaign

· The campaign strengthens JUFJ’s relationships with past and potential community allies

Does the campaign benefit from JUFJ’s unique role in the Jewish and progressive communities?

· JUFJ has a clear role in the campaign and can make a critical margin of difference as a coalition partner
· The campaign is winnable, and has a clear end goal and a concrete timeline
· JUFJ’s role in the campaign takes advantage of our organizational strengths (for example: a member base in the necessary areas of DC, MD, and VA; ability to mobilize individuals for actions such as canvassing and testifying; access to Jewish communal resources and leaders)
